It is the largest landlocked country in Europe with an area of 208,000
km. The capital and largest city is Minsk. It got its independence from the USRR in

1991.

The bilateral diplomatic and economic relations between Pakistan and Belarus
started in 1991 when Pakistan recognized Belarus after the dissolution of USSR.
Both countries have agreements on cooperation in various spheres of economy,
education, culture, justice, and technical and scientific cooperation. Both countries

have also signed Bilateral Investment Treaty in 1997.
